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Meeting Minutes June 18, 2015
				Charles County Board of Fire and Rescue Commission

1.  The Charles County Board of Fire and Rescue Commission held their regular scheduled meeting in the Charles County Commissioners meeting room in the Charles County Government Building.  The meeting was called to order at 7:09 p.m. by Chairman G.O. Lyon.   Board members present were:  John Conlon, Chairman G.O. Lyon, Thomas Edwards, and Bill Deer.
2. The minutes of May 21, 2015 were reviewed.  Mr. John Conlon motioned to approve the minutes as presented and Mr. Bill Deer seconded the motion.   All voted in favor to approve.
3. Mr. Thomas Edwards stated that the LOSAP value as of May 31, 2015 was $14,082,304.92.  That is a decrease in value of $ 83,077.67.  
4. Deputy Chief Guy Yesse, with Waldorf Westlake EMS Division, presented the “Every 15 minute” program.   He stated that they were able to present the program to Westlake High School and St. Charles High School on April 09, 2015.  This presentation was dedicated to Autumn Jenkins who was a firefighter member of Nanjemoy who was recently killed by a drunk driver.  Chief Yesse stated that Vernon Monday who passed away recently, was a huge part of this program and he will be missed greatly.
5. Mr. Thomas Edwards read a Letter of Request from Charles County Volunteer Firemen’s Association and the Charles County Association of the Emergency Medical Services requesting authorization to transfer of funds from the Mobile Data Terminal Escrow account to the Charles County Government for the purchase of 5 Mobile Display Terminals at the cost of $5,794.23 each for a total of $28,971.15.   They are also requesting the approval for the transfer of funds from the Mobile Display Terminal Escrow account to the Charles County Government for the purchase of 10 solid state hard drives for the Mobile Display Terminals at the cost of $300.29each and a total of $3,002.90.  Mr. Lynn Gilroy and Mr. Jimmy Rose represented the association.   Mr. Thomas Edwards motioned to approve and Mr. Bill Deer seconded the motion.  All voted in favor to approve.
6. Mr. Thomas Edwards read a Letter of Request from Charles County Volunteer Firemen’s Association to request additional funding for the Firehouse Software reporting system for June 1, 2015 thru October 31, 2015, due to accounting error identified in the request.  At last year’s budget meeting they requested $44,000.00 from both committees to fund Firehouse Software reporting system for FY 2014/2015.  Mr. Thomas Edwards motioned to approve and Mr. Bill Deer seconded the motion.  All voted in favor to approve.
7. Mr. Bill Deer read a Letter of Request from Newburg requesting approval to refinance their current loan on their building for the amount of $2,100,000.00 with a fixed rate with a 26 year loan term with Community Bank of the Chesapeake at an interest of 2.625.%.  Chief George Edelen, Ronnie Wright, and Terry Langley represented Newburg.   Mr. Bill Deer motioned to approve and Mr. Thomas Edwards seconded the motion.  Mr. Conlon stated he was concerned about the financial shape of the company.  Ms. Langley stated they are about $35,000.00 short a year.  With the new loan, they will only be $5000.00 short annually.  Chairman Lyon stated that the lesson learn is when building loans are presented the companies and the board need to be aware of balloon payments and try to stay away from them.  Chief Edelen stated that their company has no debts except for the building.    Mr. Edwards commended them for their work on this request.  All voted in favor to approve.
8.  Chairman Lyon stated that the board had requested back in April, based on a request from Tenth District asking for funds from the special operations unit, to figure out how to add special operations plan for apparatus into the budgeting process.   Deputy Chief Chris Garrett from Special Operations, stated they are currently building the teams up to the FEMA type II standards.  He stated that some of the teams were deficient in the standards and they are currently in the process of purchasing new equipment to bring their standards up.    They are now requesting a 60 day extension to help them meet those standards.   The board agreed to the 60 day extension.
9. Chairman G.O. Lyon stated Tenth District renovations report has been postponed until the July meeting and the roof being installed this week.  They are slightly behind. 
10. Mr. Thomas Edwards stated that Truck 12 has been put into service with Waldorf. Mr. Thomas Edwards also stated that Fire Vehicle 3 is now in service with Waldorf.
11. Mr. Thomas Edwards stated that Elaine Wedding and Vernon Monday have passed away and they both will be dearly missed by all.  Mr. Bill Deer stated that Ms. Wedding was the longest license paramedic in Maryland and was 83 years old.
12. Mr. Conlon motioned to adjourn the meeting and Mr. Deer seconded the motion.  The meeting ended at 8:14p.m.
